NATCHITOCHES – The City of Natchitoches has announced its Animal Control office has reopened to the public, effective immediately.
The Animal Control office, located at 450 Fairgrounds Road, will be open to the public Mondays through Fridays from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.

Stray dogs and cats found within the City of Natchitoches may now be brought to Animal Control. Those dropping off animals should have proper identification, proving they are residents of the City of Natchitoches. Stray animals may be brought to Animal Control on Tuesdays and Fridays between 8 a.m. and noon.

Non-vicious dogs and cats are now available for adoption through Animal Control. Those interested in adopting a dog or cat may visit Animal Control Mondays through Fridays between 8 a.m. and 3 p.m. Monetary fees and paperwork are required to adopt an animal.

Animal Control Director Jeannie Kilgore said the office cannot house more than 19 cats and 32 dogs at one time. This capacity will be strictly enforced. Animal Control will work with community organizations to find homes for as many of these animals as possible.

Both Mayor Wayne McCullen and Police Chief Micky Dove stressed that only dogs and cats found within the City of Natchitoches can be accepted at Animal Control.
