March 1, 2010

According to a Natchitoches Drug Task Force Official a long term drug investigation comes to a close by the arrest of a Natchitoches man.

Leonard Terrell Johnson, 31, of Natchitoches

· 3 counts of Distribution of CDS II Crack Cocaine

· Possession of CDS II with Intent to Distribute Crack Cocaine

· Possession of a Firearm in the Presence of CDS

On March 1, 2010 Agents of the Drug Task Force executed a search warrant on the Johnson residence to conclude a year and a half drug investigation.  During the course of this investigation Johnson allegedly sold crack cocaine to an undercover officer on three separate occasions from his residence, which led agents to obtain the search warrant.  Johnson was not home at the time the warrant was executed, but he later turned himself into authorities later that day.  As a result Johnson was charged with the listed charges and placed in the Natchitoches Parish Detention Center to await bond.

March 4, 2010

According to an official of the Natchitoches Multi-Jurisdictional Drug Task Force, several Natchitoches citizens were arrested as a result of an early morning search warrant.

On March 4, 2010, the above individuals were arrested as a result of an early morning search warrant of Tareanesha L. Johnson’s residence.  Upon entry to this residence SWAT members located two young children and an elderly man, identified as Emmitt Davis Jr.  According to Davis, he did not know the identity or whereabouts of the parents.  Upon further search, counterfeit drugs were discovered along with several items of drug paraphernalia.  The Office of Children’s Services were also contacted, who took custody of the children.

In an attempt to located family members, or anyone who could assist in locating the parents, SWAT members went to next door neighbors residence.  Just before approaching the door information was received that a wanted person may be inside.  

As SWAT knocked on the door, occupants began running about the residence.  SWAT entered the residence and a search warrant was obtained.  As a result Renrick R. Duke and Donterrious Beaudion were taken into custody.  This after recovering amounts of suspected marijuana and cocaine, along with a semi-automatic pistol, a total amount of $2,409.00 in US Currency and a 1992 Chevrolet Caprice.

Later that day Tareanesha Johnson turned her self in to authorities, who is also the mother of the unattended children.  She was subsequently charged along with the additional individuals involved and placed in detention.

Both Johnson and Davis were placed in detention to await bond.  Parole holds were placed on Duke and Beaudion, pending future hearings.

March 5, 2010

On March 5, 2010 the Natchitoches Drug Task Force Criminal Patrol Units initiated a traffic stop on a vehicle in Natchez, La. for speeding.  Upon contact with the occupants, one of which being a 2 year old child, agents observed an open alcoholic container and that the child was not secured in a car seat or seatbelt.  Soon afterward, voluntary consent was given to search the vehicle.  As the search of the vehicle ensued, Agents discovered suspected marijuana inside the vehicle and both Solitaire and Bush.  It was also learned that Solitaire was currently on PTI (Pre-Trial Intervention) through the District Attorney’s Office due to a prior criminal charges.  As a result, both individuals were taken into custody and charged with the above offenses.  They were later transported to Natchitoches Parish Detention Center to await bond.

March 10, 2010

According to an official of the Natchitoches Multi-Jurisdictional Drug Task Force an anonymous caller leads Task Force Agents to the discovery of illicit drugs:

On March 10, 2010, an anonymous caller gave information to the Task Force in reference to an individual allegedly selling illicit drugs in West Natchitoches.  With the detailed information from the caller, Agents were able to locate the vehicle.  An investigatory stop was initiated and contact was made with the occupants.   Consent was given to search the vehicle, at which time several tablets of suspected hydrocodone were discovered in Helaire’s purse.  She was then taken into custody and was later searched by a female Officer.  Upon this search, 20 tablets of suspected ecstacy were discovered inside her bra.  As a result she was charged with the above offenses and later released on a $20,000.00 bond.

According to an official of the Natchitoches Multi-Jurisdictional Drug Task Force, Task Force Agents, in assistance with the Natchitoches Parish Detention Center, arrest an inmate on drug charges:

On March 16, 2010, Corrections Officers of the Natchitoches Parish Detention Center were conducting inmate searches before they reentered their dorm, which is common procedure to deter inmates from introducing contraband into the facility.  During this time these Officers confronted Brooks, who is currently incarcerated in the Facility due to previous drug convictions.  According to Officers, Brooks began struggling with them while being searched.  As this struggle continued Brooks allegedly grabbed contraband that was discovered on his person and attempted to run.  He was then placed in protective custody and the contraband was discovered to be suspected marijuana.  As a result, the additional charges were filed against Brooks, and he was remanded to the Natchitoches Parish Detention Center to await hearing.

On March 17, 2010, the Task Force arrested Walter concluding an undercover drug investigation. Walter was charged with 2 counts of distribution after he allegedly sold Alprazolam to an undercover officer on two separate occasions. Walter has an extensive criminal history and was on bond from 2009 felony charges at the time of his arrest.  In addition, the Natchitoches Police Department Criminal Investigations Division charged Walter with Theft over $500.00 to conclude there investigation as well.  As a result Walter was placed into Natchitoches Parish Detention Center to await bond.

On March 18, 2010, The Drug Task Force arrested Jennifer Danielle Roque 28/B/F from Natchitoches, La after a 9 month undercover drug investigation. During the course of this long term investigation, Roque was brought to justice after she allegedly sold crack cocaine and marijuana to undercover officers on several occasions.  Upon her arrest, her vehicle was observed in a local parking lot when Task Force Agents approached her and took her into custody.  Also inside the vehicle was passenger, Tracy Coutee.  Once she as approached by agents, she immediately handed over a bag of suspected marijuana.  A search of the vehicle revealed suspected marijuana, promethazine syrup and a semi-automatic pistol.  As Roque was about to search by a female officer, she attempted to destroy several rocks of suspected crack cocaine, by throwing and stepping on them.  Several additional rocks of suspected crack cocaine where then discovered by the female officer valued at approximately $640.00.  Roque was on felony drug probation at the time of her arrest and was later transported to Avoyelles Parish Detention Center to await her bond hearing.  Coutee was later released on $6,500.00 bond.
