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Snow Fest Comes to Natchitoches Nov. 25 and 26
NATCHITOCHES – On November 25 and 26, bring the entire family to enjoy the first-ever "Snow Fest" in downtown Natchitoches.
The public will be able to experience Frosty's Avalanche Slide featuring tubing down 110 feet of winter fun.

The snow will be operating on two days on the downtown riverbank - Friday, November 25 from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. and Saturday, Nov. 26 from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Those sliding down the hill must be at least 42 inches tall to participate.  If a child does not meet the height requirement for the slide, there will be a children’s area with bouncers.

The cost to tube down the snow hill is $2.50 per slide. Admission to the children’s area is a $5 wristband, good for the entire day.

Snow Fest is being provided by a number of community sponsors including the Natchitoches Historic District Business Association and the Historic District Development Commission.

Other activities this weekend include the Fleur de Lis Arts and Crafts Show on Saturday, Nov. 26 from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. at the Natchitoches Events Center.

A “Blues Christmas Weekend” will take place on Saturday, Nov. 26 from 5 p.m. to 9 p.m. on the downtown riverbank stage. The highlight of the evening will be a fireworks show at 7 p.m. over Cane River Lake. The Church Street Bridge will close at 6:30 p.m. Saturday evening to prepare for the fireworks show.

These are just some of the events that will be held during the Natchitoches Festival of Lights celebration, held from November 19 to January 6, 2012.
