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NATCHITOCHES CELEBRATES THEIR FAMOUS MEAT PIES SEPTEMBER 10-11

Natchitoches, LA – The seventh annual Natchitoches Meat Pie Festival will take place on September 10 and 11, 2010. The Festival is held on the riverbank in historic downtown Natchitoches along Cane River Lake.

Friday’s activities begin at 5 p.m. include children’s activities, entertainment by DJ Doc Couty and High Caliber.  Saturday activities begin at 10 a.m. with registration for the River Run and opening ceremonies. 
Music will continue all day with a morning performance by the Natchitoches Central High School Band, Lacour Trio. Afternoon performances include Relix, Hippy Smith Band and Extreme Caution. 
A large children’s activity area will be available featuring games, arts and crafts, inflatable jumps, mechanical bull and much more.

Meat pies are half-moon shaped pastries that are hand crimped and filled with seasoned beef and pork before being fried to perfection, similar to a Spanish empanada. Natchitoches is known as the official “Meat Pie Capital of Louisiana”.  Historical documents have traced the meat pie back to the early 1700’s. This pastry is also closely identified with the Cane River community of Natchitoches Parish.
