NATCHITOCHES – Natchitoches Regional Airport was recently recognized by the Federal Aviation Administration as the state’s outstanding airport for 2010.

The City of Natchitoches and Natchitoches Regional Airport received the Outstanding Louisiana Airport Award for 2010 at the recent Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Southwest Region Conference held in Fort Worth, TX. Natchitoches Regional Airport was one of 62 Louisiana airports competing for this award.

The airport was recognized for its support of aviation in Louisiana and its significant contributions to the future growth and efficiency of the National Air Transportation System.

The award was received, in part, due to Natchitoches Regional Airport maintaining FAA compliance in all projects and a recent removal of trees around the airport near approaches and departures, providing a safer use of the airport by the aviation industry.

Current projects at the airport include a taxiway extension, main apron rehabilitation and the installation of a new rotating beacon.

Natchitoches Regional Airport features a main terminal that is staffed dawn to dusk with 24-hour call out. Tiedowns at the airport are fee and hangar space may be available. The airport provides a full-service mechanic shop that is on call 24 hours a day, and Jet Fuel and 100LL are available for purchase.
