City announces downtown street closures
New traffic signal to be installed on Front and Church Streets

NATCHITOCHES – The City of Natchitoches and the La. Department of Transportation and Development have announced there will be a series of street closures in the Natchitoches Historic District, beginning on Monday, June 8.

La. DOTD officials will be installing a new traffic signal at the intersection of Front and Church Streets in the Natchitoches Historic District. Work will begin on Monday, June 8 and is expected to last most of the week. 

On Monday, June 8, the intersection of Front and Church Streets and Church Street Bridge will remain closed to all traffic for most of the day.

For the remainder of the week, one lane of westbound traffic will remain open on Church Street Bridge while the traffic signal is being installed. Motorists will be able to use the bridge to travel from Williams Avenue to the downtown area but will not be able to use the bridge to travel from downtown to east Natchitoches. Those motorists would need to use the Keyser Avenue Bridge or La. Highway 1 South.
Westbound motorists will not be able to turn off Church Street Bridge onto Front Street. 

Motorists traveling on Front Street need to be aware that the street will be closed between the intersections of St. Denis and Trudeau Streets.
Work will conclude on the intersection each day at 4 p.m. At that time, the intersection of Front and Church and Church Street Bridge will reopen to motorists.

Motorists are asked to use extreme caution when traveling within the Natchitoches Historic District. The public is being reminded to expect traffic delays and use alternative routes whenever possible.

Natchitoches Police officers will be on duty at these intersections throughout the duration of the project to help guide traffic.
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
