Ms. Morrow stated she would like to consider tabling this agenda item until she could meet and go over Mr. Laurence’s credentials.  Mayor Posey reached out to Ms. Morrow prior to the meeting to discuss this item.  Ms. Morrow does not feel that was ample time to make a decision. Ms. Morrow stated when you look at all the schools in the parish we have around 60% who are African American and will need someone with diversity training to work with the children in this community.  She stated she wants to be fair and open minded.  Mayor Posey stated he made efforts to reach out to meet with Ms. Morrow.  We had 5 people we interviewed and I feel Mr. Laurence is the best qualified and for the direction I see the Recreation Department going.  He stated he is ready to move on this because we need to fill this position as soon as possible.  Ms. Morrow stated in all fairness the Mayor would have needed to speak to all council persons before this should have been placed on the agenda.  She has a lot of concerns for the Recreation Department that she would like to discuss with the Mayor before voting. Mayor Posey asked what will happen if you don’t like the candidate chosen?
