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BATTLE OF NATCHITOCHES STREET CLOSURES OCT. 31 – NOV. 2


NATCHITOCHES – The Natchitoches Tri-Centennial Celebration will hold a Civil War reenactment, titled “The Battle of Natchitoches,” in downtown Natchitoches this weekend, November 1 – 2, 2014.  The event will feature approximately 300 reenactors camping along the downtown riverbank and skirmishing along brick-paved Front Street.  The public is invited to attend the reenactment and visit the camps.  Admission to the event is free of charge.

As a result of the reenactment, the following street closures will take place.

On Friday, October 31, 2014, the downtown riverbank will be closed to all vehicular traffic beginning at 6:00 a.m.  The riverbank will remain closed to traffic until the conclusion of the event on Sunday, November 2, 2014.

On Saturday, November 1, 2014, Front Street from Church Street to Pavie Street will be closed to all vehicular traffic from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The Church Street Bridge will be closed from 11:50 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Battle reenactments will take place beginning at 12:00 noon.   The Church Street Bridge will close for approximately 15 minutes at the conclusion of the battles to allow the troops to march out of town.

On Sunday, November 2, 2014, Front Street from Church Street to Pavie Street will be closed to all vehicular traffic from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Westbound traffic on Church Street from Front Street to Second Street will be blocked from 11:45 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., and Second Street from Church Street to Rue St. Denis will be closed from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 p.m.

No parking will be allowed on Front Street from Church Street to Pavie Street until the conclusion of the reenactments on each day.
