The City is asking residents, business owners, students, and employees to assist in making sure that these areas are maintained properly and are litter-free.  

The judging will take place on Thursday, May 15, 2014 from 12:45 p.m. to 2:45 p.m.  The judges will meet at City Hall and then proceed to various areas around the city judging on the overall cleanliness.  The public is invited to meet at City Hall and welcome the judges to our city.

The LGCF Cleanest City Contest was established in 1958 as a way to instill civic pride in individual citizens and improve the appearance of villages, towns and cities.
