Recycling is Easy as 1-2-3

NATCHITOCHES – Keep Natchitoches Beautiful is encouraging residents to make recycling a part of their daily routine.  Recycling can be easy as 1-2-3!

1. All City of Natchitoches Utility customers receive a 64-gallon, blue recycling cart.
2. Place all recyclable materials, including newspaper, boxes, cardboard, aluminum cans, steel cans, and plastic drink bottles, into the blue recycling cart.  Make sure that all cardboard boxes are flattened so that the lid will close securely and that all recyclable materials are placed inside the blue cart.  Materials outside of the cart will not be collected.
3. Collection days for recyclables are the same as regular trash collection days.  Green garbage cans, blue recycle carts and curbside waste will all be serviced once a week on the same day.  Woody waste will be picked up on Wednesdays city-wide.

Remember to recycle appropriately.  No food waste, yard waste, glass bottles, furniture, appliances, tires, toys, automobile parts, paint buckets, batteries, construction materials, aerosol spray cans, wood, rocks, bricks and dirt should be placed in the blue recycling carts.  Carts containing inappropriate items will be tagged by Progressive Waste Solutions.  Three instances of tagging for inappropriate materials will result in the blue recycling cart being removed from the property.
