Fellow pilots and aircraft from the surrounding region will be visiting. Food and drinks will be available on site for the public.

Attendees are encouraged to bring lawn chairs and plenty of sunscreen.  All children must be accompanied by an adult.  Alcohol, ice chests and pets are strictly prohibited.  Admission is free.

“We are hoping that this will become an annual event for families to enjoy,” said Lee.
