CITY TO HONOR LAW ENFORCEMENT SEPTEMBER 14

NATCHITOCHES – The City of Natchitoches will honor all law enforcement on Monday, September 14, 2015, as part of a "statewide day of prayer” for law enforcement.  At 9:00 a.m., police officers will be positioned at each end of the Church Street Bridge, and the bridge will close to traffic as a prayer is said to honor all those who serve and protect.  In addition, the Church Street Bridge, Keyser Avenue Bridge, and Cane River Lake fountain will be illuminated with blue lights in honor of law enforcement officials.

On September 2, 2015, Gov. Bobby Jindal issued Proclamation No. 136 BJ 2015 which stated that Monday, September 14, 2015 shall be a statewide day of prayer for law enforcement. The proclamation stated that “our law enforcement men and women courageously risk their lives every day while protecting our communities and our citizens, with nine law enforcement officers having died in the line of duty in Louisiana this year, and we wish to acknowledge their sacrifice and the sacrifice of their families.”
